Project: The Touch Box
Assignment:
In groups of 3-4 students, create a “Touch Box,” which will utilize one’s abilities of sensation and perception, as it relates to the sense of touch.  Include a variety of items inside the box, which will be identified only by using one’s sense of touch.  The goal of this assignment is to explore the complexity of one’s senses, through sensing and perceiving stimuli using only one sense, in isolation from the other senses.
Directions:

1. Obtain a box measuring at least 12 inches wide, 12 inches long, and 12 inches high (a shoebox is too small)

2. Collect 10-15 items that you feel will be difficult to identify by touch alone

· Eg.: A feather

· E.g: A cotton ball

· Do not include:

· Any sharp objects

· Anything that may cause harm
· Anything that may discolor one’s clothing

· Food items

· Valuable items

3. Secure all items to the inside of the box

· Use all sides of the box

· Some items may be suspended from the top using thread
4. Include a separate typed list of the items in the box
5. Cover the entire box, and leave an opening only large enough to allow one’s arm inside.

· E.g.  Cut a hole in the side/top of the box

· E.g. Attach an old sleeve of a sweater to the opening of the box

6. Decorate the outside of your “Touch Box,” but do not include what is inside

Presentation:

· In class, students will have an opportunity to try to identify the items in your “Touch Box”
